the use of the MKT Bridge in Boonville was abandoned many years ago
by the Union Pacific railroad; and '

the Coast Guard requires that each bridge on a navigable river be available
and in use to carry goods or persons across said river; and

the MKT Railroad track was removed from its right of way and placed on
the market for sale; and

a private group spearheaded by Ed Jones purchased the entire right of
way and gave such right of way to the Department of Natural Resources of
the State of Missouri; and

DNR has converted said right of way into a nationally known trail across
the State of Missouri, such that the trail now attracts tens of thousands of

users each year; and

the Union Pacific removed a section of the Bridge on the south end when a
train wreck occurred on the east-west UP line; and

UP contracted recently with a bridge demolition firm to remove the bridge
commencing in March 1, 2005; and

the City and DNR met to stop the removal of the Bridge; and

due to its ownership of the entire former rail right of way, the DNR
subsequently asserted ownership of the Bridge; and

DNR has requested UP to make repairs to the bridge to restore its previous
useful condition under the Rails to Trails Use Agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BOONVILLE, COOPER COUNTY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

The City of Boonville pledges to act in concert with the Department of Natural
Resources, the Save the Bridge Committee, the Katy Trail Coalition, and any other
partners to form a conservatorship to own the MKT Bridge in Boonville.

Further, in pursuit of this joint cooperative action, the City of Boonville hereby commits
to forming or joining a conservatorship to act as an interim owner of the MKT Bridge
once the State of Missouri has completed all litigation to provide clear legal title to said
